(C) AFICC/KD will de-obligate any requests for the return of current funds or for funds (current or expired) on active Task Orders.  DCMA will de-obligate expired funds on expired Task Orders IAW current DCMA policy.

Funds for Task Order services may be accepted on a direct cite (preferred) or reimbursable basis and are required before the contractor can perform services/incur costs chargeable to the funds. Task Orders may be funded incrementally throughout the period of performance, for severable services.  CSDC funds are accepted solely on a reimbursable basis.
